PRIDE OVER PREJUDICE POLICY STATEMENT

Rangers Football Club is a multi-cultural, multi-denominational and non-political organisation which promotes social inclusion and encourages tolerance and understanding of the interests of all sectors of the community.

The Club is determined to deal with racism, bigotry and all forms of inappropriate behaviour at its fixtures both at home and away.

We are committed to attracting and retaining supporters irrespective of their colour, country of origin, religious background or beliefs and to establishing and maintaining an environment that is comfortable for everyone.

It is important too, that the communities through which our supporters travel to and from matches do not feel intimidated or threatened by inappropriate behaviour.

The Club commends these principles to individual players, employees and supporters whom we encourage to promote the best image of the Club at all times.

We value very highly, of course, those who already act as ambassadors on our behalf, but will not hesitate to take action when others bring us into disrepute.

We are determined to seek out and identify these individuals and, if need be, add to the warnings, indefinite bans and life bans currently in place.  These actions could involve ejection from matches, forfeiture without compensation of season tickets, the reduction and cancellation of ticket allocations to supporters’ clubs and our unqualified support for stewarding organisations and law enforcement agencies who seek to preserve safety and public order throughout Scotland, Europe and beyond.

As part of this policy, every Rangers season ticket holder will receive a Blue Guide which encourages fans to put Pride Over Prejudice and reinforces the messages of our campaign.
